To participate in the City of Ferrysburg 4™ of July Parade, all participants must comply with the following:

Please advise the City of Ferrysburg office no later than Friday, May 1, 2009 if you are able
to participate.

2. All units must arrive at their form-up place at least one-half hour before parade step-off time.

3. Placement in the parade is at the sole discretion of the Parade Committee, with their decision
being final.

4. All entries, signs, and their messages are subject to the sole and absolute discretion of the Parade
Committee, and the Parade Committee reserves the right to reject any entry or message for any
reason.

5. To ensure spectator safety, no objects (including candy) of any kind may be thrown from units to
parade spectators.

6. All entries must be covered by appropriate insurance, failure to provide proof of insurance upon
request could result in disqualification.

7. Parade participants doing burn outs in their vehicle will be asked to leave the parade by a parade
staff member or police officer.

I Participants will begin lining up for the parade at 10:00 a.m. at Ferrysburg Elementary School, 17290
Roosevelt Road. The parade will start at 10:30 a.m.

I “Party in the Park” will begin following the Flag Raising Ceremony.
